Motion by Jennings, seconded by Siepierski that regarding GP-3, Board Job Description, the School District of Chetek Board of Education concludes through self-assessment its performance during the previous reporting period has been in compliance.  Motion carried unanimously.

Motion by Atwood, seconded by Siepierski that regarding GP-8, Board Members’ Code of Conduct, the School District of Chetek Board of Education concludes through self-assessment its performance during the previous reporting period has been in compliance.  Motion carried unanimously.

Motion by Jennings, seconded by Jost that with regard to EL-8, Financial Administration, the School District Board of Education concludes that the Superintendent’s performance during the previous reporting period has been in compliance with the following recommendations: to eliminate all future negative lunch account balances except in extreme cases of hardship.  Motion failed with Hanson, Sherman, Atwood, Jennings, Siepierski and Jacob voting no, and Jost voting yes.

Motion by Sherman, seconded by Jennings that with regard to EL-8, Financial Administration, the School District Board of Education concludes that the Superintendent’s performance during the previous reporting period has been in compliance with the following recommendation:  Provision 6 needs to be reported in more detail with regard to food service accounts.  Motion carried unanimously.

Motion by Hanson, seconded by Siepierski that regarding EL-7, Budgeting/Financial Planning, the School District of Chetek Board of Education concludes that the Superintendent’s performance during the previous reporting period has been in compliance.  Motion carried unanimously.

Motion by Siepierski, seconded by Sherman that regarding EL-15, Learning Environment, the School District of Chetek Board of Education concludes that the Superintendent’s performance during the previous reporting period  has been in compliance with the following recommendation:  Food service committee should bring recommendations back to board workshop by March.  Motion carried unanimously.

Motion by Sherman, seconded by Siepierski that regarding EL-6, Employee Evaluation, the School District of Chetek Board of Education concludes that the Superintendent’s performance during the previous reporting period has been in compliance.  Motion carried unanimously.

Motion by Jennings, seconded by Sherman to amend EL-14, District Calendar, to read:  “#3 - Fail to ensure that any change in the calendar, except for emergency closings or other interruptions due to unforeseen and uncontrollable circumstances, be preceded by Board of Education approval and adequate and timely notice to students, parents, and teachers.”  On a roll call vote:  Hanson, Siepierski, Jennings, Jacob, Jost voted yes.  Sherman and Atwood voted no.  Motion carried.  

Motion by Jost, seconded by Jennings that Final Exams be conducted January 24th and January 25th and that all students report to school and stay on campus all day both days.  Rick called for the question which passed with the required 2/3 vote.  On a roll call vote:  Jost, Jennings, Siepierski voted yes.  Atwood, Hanson, Jacob, Sherman voted no.  Motion failed.  Motion by Hanson, seconded by Sherman to approve the second schedule presented.  On a roll call vote:  Sherman, Jacob, Atwood, Siepierski and Hanson voted yes.  Jennings and Jost voted no.  Motion carried.

Motion by Siepierski, seconded by Sherman to approve the amended consent agenda.  Motion carried with Jacob abstaining.
