Minutes of Regular Meeting                    Board of Education                         September 25, 2006

Meeting was called to order at 6:01 p.m.

Roll Call: Jennings, Jost, Peters, Reisner, Springer, Atwood arrived at 6:05 and Hanson at 6:08. Motion by Peters, seconded by Springer to approve the agenda and remove EL-4, EL-6, EL-10 and EL-11 from consent agenda and make them item D. under Information and Action and move Bomb Threat Policy (EBCC) from E.2. to item E. under Information and Action.  Motion carried unanimously.
Linkage:
The Elementary Staff presented the effects of the nutritious breakfast on the health and educational well being of the students.  Structural and procedural changes were highlighted and a brief summary was given on how the new special education software is working.  Jill Koenitzer concluded with three areas of support that the board can provide the Roselawn staff.

New employee recognition was held with a social time afterwards.  

The meeting was recessed for the annual meeting at 6:55 p.m.

Meeting was reconvened at 9:15 p.m.
Al Brown shared an article on Mark Green and the issues he supports.  He also distributed an article on a study that indicates public schools perform as well as private ones.  Al needs the January – July Board meeting dates.  A resolution proposal from Merrill was presented.  Genie Jennings reminded Board members of the October 3rd WASB Fall meeting in Hayward.  Natalie Springer presented information from the CESA #11 meeting on the Head Start Federal Review.  An outline for the October 3rd presentation was distributed and will be aligned according to the four key points in the School Board Connection newsletter.

Motion by Springer, seconded by Peters that with regard to GP-2, Governing Style, the School District of Chetek Board of Education concludes through self-assessment its performance during the previous reporting period has been in compliance.  Motion carried unanimously.
Motion by Jennings, seconded by Atwood to rescind the motion relating to administrative contracts adopted at the July 24, 2006 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried unanimously.  Administrative contracts will be discussed in Executive Session.

Clarifications were made to the Superintendent’s interpretation on EL-4, EL-6, E-10 and EL-11.  Motion by Reisner, seconded by Atwood that with respect to EL-4, Staff Treatment, EL-6, Employee Evaluation, EL-10, Communication and Counsel to the Board and EL-11, Annual Report to the Public, the School District of Chetek Board of Education concludes that the Superintendent’s performance during the previous reporting period has been in compliance.  Motion carried unanimously.

Updates were made to the existing bomb threat policy to bring it in line with the graduated response policy adopted earlier.  Motion by Peters, seconded by Jennings to approve the EBCC Bomb Threat updated policy.  Motion carried unanimously.
Motion by Springer, seconded by Reisner to approve the amended consent agenda.  Motion carried unanimously.
