Meeting was called to order at 6:03 p.m.

Motion by Jost, seconded by Peters to adjourn into closed session.  On a roll call vote, Atwood, Jennings, Jost, Peters and Springer voted yes.   Hanson arrived at 7:25 p.m.  Motion carried unanimously.

Motion by Peters, seconded by Jost to go back into open session.  Motion carried unanimously.

Motion by Jost, seconded by Atwood to approve the agenda with the removal of 11.E.1. Athletic Director Job Description (Policy GCAB) to 10.F. and Board Vacancy Interview moved to G.   Motion carried unanimously.

Communication:

Ken Jost asked for feedback on the WASB Convention for the convention planning committee.  Genie Jennings reminded members that resolutions for WASB delegate assembly are due by September 15th.  Jennings gave an overview of the President’s Conference.  Al Brown gave an overview of the August 9th day with the Aspen Group regarding the Policy Governance session with them.  It will be an afternoon session.  Al Brown presented information on the Economic Conference being held at UW Stout.  The August board meetings are August 9th and 28th.

Information Prior to Action:

Jill Koenitzer presented the 2006-07 Elementary Building Goals and described the process used to determine them.

Al Brown commented on the Scheduling Committee in Ed Harris’ absence.  Natalie Springer recommended that 2 students be added to the scheduling committee and another parent be added.  Ken Jost suggested that he and Joe Atwood set up a meeting for August 17th at 6:30 p.m. to get the discussion going for the scheduling committee.

Bryan Yenter reviewed how the Middle School is incorporating Gifted and Talented.  He identified initiatives that will be used during the 2006-07 school year.

Information & Action:

Motion by Jost, seconded by Atwood that with regard to GP-3, Board Job Description, GP-8, Board Members’ Code of Conduct and B/SR-2, Unity of Control, the School District of Chetek Board of Education concludes through self-assessment its performance during the previous reporting period has been in compliance.  Motion carried unanimously.

Al Brown and Linda Zeman presented the data from the WSAS/WKCE tests along with the areas of focus for the 2006-07 school year.  Ken Jost asked that the benchmarks and targets be presented to the Board in the near future.  Al said these would be included in the monitoring reports.  Parent seminars are going to be set up to assist parents with helping their children to develop their reading skills.  An update on the progress of literacy will be heard at the February meeting.  Motion by Peters, seconded by Atwood that based upon the information provided, the Board finds that the organization and the Superintendent are making reasonable progress toward achieving the desired results.  Motion carried unanimously.

Tammy Lenbom reviewed the adjustments made to the 2005-06 expenditures.  Motion by Jennings, seconded by Springer to approve the changes and budget as adopted.  On a roll call vote:  Atwood, Hanson, Jennings, Jost, Peters and Springer voted yes.  Motion carried unanimously.

Motion by Hanson, seconded by Peters to approve the administrative recommendation for an increase in lunch and breakfast prices.  Motion carried unanimously.

Motion by Peters, seconded by Jennings to approve administrative contract language as it exists and salary increases.  Amended motion by Peters, seconded by Jost to approve the pay increases to the administrative contracts.  Peters and Jost agreed to the amendment.  Amended motion carried unanimously.

Motion by Jost to table the discussion on the Athletic Director Job Description.  Motion failed for lack of a second.  Motion by Jost, seconded by Atwood to accept the Athletic Director Job Description.  Motion carried unanimously. 

Barb Reisner was voted in to fill the board member vacancy.

Motion by Jost, seconded by Peters to approve the consent agenda.  Motion carried unanimously.
