Building Principal Communications - Elementary:  Jill Koenitzer presented elementary goals for next year.  An update was given on the daycare including a flyer and lesson plan.  Open house is planned for June 5th.  Middle School:  Bryan Yenter updated the board that recognition for 8th grade will be June 2nd at 7 p.m. in the gym.  Spring concert was successful.
