Minutes of Regular Meeting                          Board of Education                             June 28, 2007

Meeting was called to order at 6:07 p.m.

Roll Call:  Jennings, Jost, Peters and Springer.   Atwood arrived at 7:35 p.m.  Reisner and Olson were absent.  Others present:  Tammy Lenbom, Business Manager; Al Brown, Superintendent;  Jill Koenitzer, Elementary Principal; Teresa Olejniczak, Title I Teacher; Wade LeMoine, Student; Linda Zeman, Psychologist; Jodi Nicholson, Alyson Brenholt, Natasha Springer, Sharon DeCook and Stacy Rathbun.
Motion by Jost, seconded by Peters to adjourn into closed session.  Motion carried unanimously on a roll call vote.

Motion by Peters, seconded by Jost to go back into open session.  Motion carried unanimously.

Motion by Peters, seconded by Jost to approve the agenda and move EL-15, Learning Environment to 8.E.  Motion carried unanimously.

Communication:

Natalie gave an overview from the Leadership Conference in Appleton and information gained from the sessions and the Policy Governance meeting.  Genie also attended the Leadership Conference and offered her materials for Board members to look at.  She suggested setting up a Board retreat for July or August.  One of the areas that may be considered is taking a learning inventory.  Board members having suggestions for the questions for the high school principal interviews should get them to Al.  Al introduced Wade LeMoine who will be a junior.  He attended a leadership conference in Atlanta and he may be interested in serving as a student representative on the school board.  This project would involve setting up criteria for what a student representative would be charged with.  The handouts from the Common Sense workshop were transferred to PDF documents and emailed to board members.  Al gave an update on the daycare issue.  A member from Barron County will help with setting up sample business plans.  Future meetings will be set up with the daycare providers and the daycare committee.
Information & Action:

Motion by Jost, seconded by Springer that with regards to GP-6, Board Committee Principles, GP-9, Board Member Covenants and B/SR-1, Global Governance –Management Connection, the Chetek Board of Education concludes through self-assessment its performance during the previous reporting period has been in compliance.   Motion carried unanimously.
Jill Koenitzer and Teresa Olejniczak presented the Title I & SAGE report.  Data is used to monitor student progress.  The goals for next year align with the District results.  A detailed update on the new math series, Everyday Math, was given and math will be a major focus for the year.  Motion by Jost, seconded at Atwood that based upon the information provided, the Board finds that the organization and the Superintendent are making reasonable progress toward achieving the desired results.  Motion carried unanimously.
Al summarized the Literacy report and outlined a few key areas regarding how the targets are determined and how the students are achieving at each grade level.  The literacy focus needs to be aimed primarily at the early grade levels where the skills are initially developed.  Some students in special education have been able to move back into regular education.  Motion by Springer, seconded by Peters that based upon the information provided, the Board finds that the organization and the Superintendent are making reasonable progress toward achieving the desired results.  Motion carried.
A discussion was held on the Graduation Date change.  Motion by Jost, seconded by Atwood to set the graduation for 2008 on Saturday, May 31st at 1:00 p.m.   Motion carried by a 3-2 vote.

EL-15, Learning Environment, discussion centered around the lack of Wellness Committee Meetings.  Motion by Jost, seconded by Peters that the EL-15 be found in compliance with the exception of 15.9 which will be addressed at the next Committee of the Whole.

Motion by Jost, seconded by Springer to approve the amended Consent Agenda.  Motion carried unanimously.
