Meeting was called to order at 6:00 p.m.

Roll Call:  Atwood, Jennings, Jost, Olson, Peters, Reisner and Springer were present.  Others present:  Linda Zeman, District Special Education Director; Anne Wallisch, Curriculum Specialist; Jill Koenitzer, Elementary Principal; Tammy Lenbom, Business Manager; Rachel Westberg, The Chetek Alert; Al Brown, Superintendent; Marge Jost and Larry Zeman.
Motion by Atwood, seconded by Jennings to approve the agenda with the removal of 10.D.5.. EL-15, Learning Environment – Re-write.  Motion carried unanimously.

Motion by Springer, seconded by Jost to adjourn into closed session.  On a roll call vote motion carried unanimously.
Motion by Jost, seconded by Springer to go back into open session.  Motion carried unanimously.
Communication:

The middle school gym floor is currently under construction.  Ken Jost gave an update on the State Finance Committee.  Education will probably not fare as well as in the past.  Genie will be going to the President’s Conference in Madison on July 27 - 28.  The daycare committee met last week with daycare providers.  The next step will be formulating a business plan.  The proposal will need to be completed by September or October in order to be presented to the Board for approval for the 2008-09 budget.  The district was awarded a grant for the “Safe Routes to School” project which will cover the planning for the next phase.  
Information & Action:

The data analysis for the test scores from the 2006-07 school year were presented.  Concerns were expressed regarding the math scores for some grades.  Anne Wallish, from CESA #11, spoke about the grant Chetek math teachers will be a part of to focus on math instruction and moving students further in their understanding and skills.  A report in October was requested to identify the action steps for math that will help each student improve performance  Motion by Jost, seconded by Springer that based upon the information provided, the Board finds that the organization and the Superintendent has failed to provide evidence of reasonable organizational progress.  Motion failed.  Motion by Peters, seconded by Olson that based upon the information provided, the Board finds that the organization and the Superintendent require a greater degree of progress in the following areas: Math.  Motion was amended to include “and focus on middle school scores”.  Motion carried unanimously.
Motion by Jost, seconded by Peters to approve changes as presented in the adjustments to the 2006-07 budget.  On a roll call vote, motion carried.

Motion by Peters, seconded by Jost that with regards to GP-3, Board Job Description, GP-8, Board Members’ Code of Conduct and B/SR-2, Unity of Control, the Chetek Board of Education concludes through self-assessment its performance during the previous reporting period has been in compliance.  Motion carried unanimously.
Motion by Jost, seconded by Peters to approve the amended Consent Agenda.  Motion carried unanimously.
